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of such better understanding - the sale of silica cement

will no doubt decrease in favour of Portland cement.

In order not to compete with its own customers the
Company has always been reluctant to enfer into the field
of ready-made cement or concrefe wares. Exceptions
from this rule have occurred, either in cases where the
company was in a better position than its customers fo
embark upon such new frade or when nobody else could

be expected to be able to finance the new enterprise.

As an example the manufacturing of asbestos cement
sheets and low pressure pipes with fittings may be cited.
